MSSPA horses Nutmeg, Shane, Walker, Honey Rose, April, Wee Man,
Tavish, Shadow, Oakley, Buck, and Romeo went to their new homes.

$400,000+ RAISED

Including over $100,000 during MSSPA’s annual Buy-A-Bale campaign,
more than $200,000 in grant funding, and $5,000 for Bonnie and Clyde,
the horses seized from Solon in July 2019.

Over $50,000 in goods and services were donated to MSSPA as well,
including items from the Society’s wish list on Amazon Smile.

1,500+ VISITORS

Many hundreds of visitors have toured the River Road farm this year.
MSSPA has hosted dozens of birthday parties, humane education
summer campers, community leaders, and school, corporate, and civic
groups in the new Keddy-Goodreau equine rehabilitation facility.

Visitors are welcomed every day from 1 pm to 4 pm.

Women’'s Re-entry Center, nearly 4,000 hours by individual community
volunteers, and over 600 hours by school, corporate, and civic groups.
